Your job is to find out the laws with respect to dispensing medications.  Once you have done this identify our current practice. There are many physicians and athletic trainers that believe that athletic trainers should be able to dispense certain medications under direction of a physician or pharmacist.  The idea is that the physician would have a standing order for the athletic trainer so that in certain situations the athletic trainer could give the medication.  
Here is a scenario where the standing order might be used : You are on a road trip in which your team physician attends but flew to get there.  You have an athlete that sprains their ankle (3rd degree) and the physician rules out a fracture and recommends RICE.  On the trip home you and your team take a bus and the physician goes back in a plane.  As you are in route the athlete complains that the pain from their ankle injury is getting too severe to tolerate.  You call the physician and explain in detail your evaluation of the injury.  The physician then recommends that you give the athlete 200 miligrams of naproxen that in his medicine kit which is on the bus.
