Lloydôs insured the Dallas Cowboys during the 1990s 

when they captured three Super Bowl victories and 

welcomed the winning team when they visited. However, 

the red carpet was not rolled out for their visit -- that is 

reserved for real dignitaries.

Lloydôsunderwriters originally developed

bloodstock insurance to protect expensive

horsesbeing transportedby ship. The first

policies on prize horses insured against

mortalityonly.

Theorganizingcommitteeof the2004SummerOlympicsin Athensinitially haddifficulties in finding an

insurer that would cover both cancellationand terrorismrisk. After initially turning down the Olympic

Committee,Lloydôsreconsideredandeventuallyprovidedaboutone-third of the coveragefor the Games.

Post-event reports suggest that organizers, broadcasters, and others bought over 

US$1 billion of cover in total ïfar beyond the limits seen at previous games.

In 1910, whenAmericaninsurersrefusedto insurea flight aroundtheStatueof Liberty,

Lloydôsprovideda policy. In spiteof badweatherandhigh claims,Lloydôshadcreated

ñspecialeventsòinsurance.

Despite the New York losses,a few underwriterscontinuedto cover flying machines. The first aviation

insurancewasissuedat Lloydôsin 1911ïthe sameyearthe airmail deliverybeganin both the U.S. andthe

U.K.
