From Nottingham Station to University of Nottingham University Park Campus

Walk two blocks north from the train station. Enter the Broadmarsh Bus Station from Carrington Street. Take the Indigo service operated by Trent Barton from Broadmarsh Bus Station to University Boulevard, getting off at the stop by Highfields Science Park and the South Entrance to University Park (the stop is marked on the University Park Campus map available at http://www.nottingham.ac.uk/sharedresources/documents/mapuniversitypark.pdf). Buses run every 6-7 minutes and the journey takes approx 20 minutes. The timetable and route map are available at https://www.trentbarton.co.uk/services/indigo/maps-and-times  . Your PlusBus ticket will allow you to ride this bus without further charges.

We’ll walk from the South Entry of the University Park Campus to the Architecture Building (no 17 on the campus map).
From Jubilee Campus to Nottingham Station

From Jubilee Campus take the 28 service (a pink line bus), operated by Nottingham City Transport, which goes every 8-10 minutes from Wollaton Road and terminates outside the Victoria Centre (stop J5). The stops on Wollaton Road are marked on the Jubilee Campus map (available at http://www.nottingham.ac.uk/sharedresources/documents/mapjubileecampus.pdf). The timetable is available at http://www.nctx.co.uk/Buses/28/?doing_wp_cron Your PlusBus ticket will allow you to ride this bus without further charges.
From Victoria Center you can explore the city center. You can walk down Clumber Street, a pedestrian way to Long Row East, which leads to the Old Market Square, where you can get on the tram (your PlusBus covers it too) and ride south to the train station. Or you could continue down Friar Lane to Castle Road to see the Robin Hood statue and the Castle of Nottingham. From there you can continue to Castle Boulevard, then Wilford Street to the Inland Revenue campus. A pedestrian path along the canal will return you to the train station.
The attached map shows the location of all bus stops in the city centre. The railway station is at the far south of the city, Broadmarsh Bus Station is slightly north of the railway station, with Victoria Centre at the far north.
